¢ \We will donate $100 to the Island Falls Playground Fund.

We need lots of
help with all this work, so please consider joining us. Meet at the Island Falls One Stop at 9am. The club
will provide grub for all workers.

For the past three meetings, we’ve asked members to make
suggestions for what we want to do as a club and for people to step-up. No suggestions and no volunteers
have come forward.
